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LWMC Implements New Visitation Policy
Lake Wales, FL – Lake Wales Medical Center has implemented a new visitation policy, effective Sept. 1.

Under the new policy, visiting hours are 9 a.m. to 8 p.m. daily. All visitors to patient floors are required to check in, show a photo ID and receive a visitor’s pass. Visitors are limited to two per patient at a time. Cell phones must be set to silent mode or be turned off, and may not be used in walkie-talkie mode. 

Children under the age of 6 are not permitted on patient floors, except when authorized by hospital personnel for special circumstances. Children 6 and older must be supervised at all times by an adult. No outside food or drinks may be brought into patient rooms.

The Emergency Room and Intensive Care Unit (ICU) are both closed units; visitation in those areas may be restricted by hospital personnel as necessary. Children are not permitted in the ICU.

“Our new visitation policy allows us to continue providing quality care to our patients, and minimizing disruptions to their care,” said Maryemma Bachelder, marketing director at LWMC. “Our primary concern is for the care of our patients, and providing the best possible atmosphere for their recuperation. We are confident that friends and families will understand that these rules are being enforced for the good of the patients. In special circumstances, hospital staff can make allowances on some of these rules, when the situation calls for it.”
