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H1N1 is known as a “novel” flu because it’s a new 
virus that many people haven’t previously encountered. 

Any flu virus is spread through coughing and sneez-
ing by people who have the virus, or by touching an 
object that an infected person has touched and then 
touching your mouth or nose. The following tips can 
help prevent the flu or reduce the spread of infection: 
• Cover your nose and mouth when you cough or 
sneeze. Use a tissue or your arm, not your hands. 
• Wash your hands often with soap and water, or use  
an alcohol-based hand cleaner. 
• Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. 
• Avoid close contact with sick people. 
• Stay home if you’re sick for seven days after your 
symptoms begin or until you’ve been symptom- and 
fever-free for 24 hours (whichever is longer). 

You may be able to spread the flu virus one day 
before symptoms develop and up to five days after 
becoming ill, and children may remain contagious for 
seven days or more. 

A  vaccination can help
The best way to avoid getting seasonal flu is to get a flu 
vaccination every year. The flu season is comprised of  
several outbreaks and the peak time varies from year to 
year, so it’s still a good idea to get a flu shot later in the 
fall or even into the winter months. 

Since the standard flu vaccine will not protect against 
the H1N1 virus (and vice versa) health experts recommend 
getting both the seasonal and the H1N1 flu vaccines. Ken Musick, director of emergency 

services, and Kay Baldwin, emergency 
department unit clerk, attend to a 
carload of people who came to the 
free H1N1 drive-through immunization 
clinic. Adults who met the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention criteria 
for being at high risk for the H1N1 virus 
were immunized for free during the 
two-day community event. 

Vehicles line up into Lake Wales 
Medical Center’s (LWMC)  
parking lot as the hospital’s free 
H1N1 drive-through clinic opens. 
LWMC immunized 302 adults as 
part of the community event. 
Participants were able to be  
vaccinated without ever leaving 
their vehicles.
